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Lightmoor Village reached 
another milestone with the 
announcement that a developer 
has been selected for the village 
centre. Crest Nicholson (Midlands) 
Ltd, based in Tamworth, will 
construct the vital heart of the 
village, around the village square, 
with shops, a family pub/restaurant 
and a permanent local BVT office 
to replace the temporary one at 
Round House Park. These facilities 
will be the subject of a contract 
with BVT. 

In addition, Crest Nicholson will 
construct 222 dwellings of various 
kinds with the usual 25% being 
bought by BVT for tenants, the 
remainder available for sale on the 
open market. 

The Company will also undertake 
landscaping and infrastructure 
works which include a road access 
to the immediately adjoining site of 
the proposed school and community 
facilities. We hope to have more 
information about these in the 
forthcoming Spring 2007 newsletter.

The detailed planning application for 
the infrastructure has already been 
submitted to the Borough of Telford 
and Wrekin with the residential 
development to be dealt with in 
four phases – the first of which will 
be submitted for planning approval 
by Christmas 2006.

With the 40 dwellings at The 
Laurels and the 108 under 
construction at Oakham Manor, 
Crest Nicholson’s 222 dwellings 
should have nearly half of 
Lightmoor’s planned 800 dwellings 
under construction in the near 
future – a cheering prospect for 
those who have been involved in 
the years of effort to establish 
BVT’s cherished vision of what 
amounts to a new Bournville over 
a century after George Cadbury 
founded the original in Birmingham. 
BVT’s satisfaction at reaching this 
landmark is shared by joint venture 
partner English Partnerships who 
once again demonstrate their 
particular commitment to the 
continuing growth of Telford.

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ON-SITE UPDATE

The contract awarded to 
McPhillips (Wellington) Ltd for 
the roads and services running 

south to Stocking Park, where 
George Wimpey are on site, is 
now close to completion and 
the site compound alongside 
Lightmoor Way will be gone 
shortly.  The work has included 
taking the main foul sewer right 
down to the Ironbridge By-Pass at 
the very southern end of Lightmoor 
as well as the series of ponds 
which are part of the SUDS scheme 
described in the column on the left.

Infrastructure work – the roads 
and drains mainly – is usually, 
and unavoidably, one of the 
most disruptive parts of a major 
development like Lightmoor and we 
can only repeat our apologies to 
nearby residents for the hassle they 
have faced on occasion. We are 
also very grateful for the generous 
degree of tolerance we have 
generally met in 
the circumstances. 

Wimpey on site 
at Oakham Manor

keeping you 
abreast of the 

changes at 
Lightmoor

The second phase of Lightmoor 
Village is under way at Oakham 
Manor. George Wimpey is the 
selected developer as previously 
reported.  The Company is 
constructing 103 new dwellings 
on the part of Lightmoor Village 
known as Stocking Park – but 
is marketing the development 
as Oakham Manor – which has 
yellow direction signs on roads 
around the area.

Astonishingly, five properties were 
reserved “off plan”before the 
brickwork had reached ground 
floor window level.  There is not 
even public access to the site just 
yet – because the approach road 
and associated infrastructure are 
still under contract – but Wimpeys 
have an easily accessible marketing 
suite just along Lightmoor Way, 
on the opposite side,from BVT’s 
temporary management office at 
Round House Park.

As will be the case throughout the 
Village, BVT will acquire around a 
quarter of the homes, in this case 
27, to make them available for 
rent and manage them directly. It 
is also proposed to retain Stocking 
Farm which would be refurbished 
and converted into five houses or 
apartments.

The fields which will be crossed 
by sewer routes are being cleared 
as necessary and will later be 
reinstated, as will any lengths of 
hedge through which the services 
have to pass. We are also working 
with the Borough Council on 
footpaths and will report further 
on this in a later issue.

The development will be connected 
to something called SUDS 
– sustainable urban drainage 
system – by which rain water 
will be channelled into a series of 
ponds and allowed to drain at a 
natural rate through and down the 
water table.  This alleviates the 
old problem of rain being drained 
rapidly through main sewers 
directly into water courses when it 
can exacerbate flooding.

Readers might have noticed the tall, slim IRS (Integrated Reception System) mast in the field adjoining thie Round 
House Park site. It was installed by Chapman Electrical of Cradely Heath and will make TV aerials unnecessary 
throughout the Village. 

It is already serving homes within The Laurels by receiving TV transmissions which are fed by fibre-optic cables to a 
number of junction boxes.  The signals are then fed from the latter to individual homes, using co-axial cables which 
allow programmes to be recorded without necessarily watching them at the same time.  There is emphatically no 
radio or mobile telephone transmission from this mast!

a fibre optic community

It is worth a reminder that 
Lightmoor Village is intended 
to be outstanding amongst 
new communities – just as 
the original Bournville was and 
remains.  This applies particularly 
to environmental matters and all 
developments at Lightmoor are 
required to achieve what is known 
as an ECO Homes standard – in 
this case “excellent” - which is the 
highest possible level and unusual 
for schemes of this size. 

The accreditation for ECO Homes 
standards is managed by the 
internationally famous Building 
Research Establishment (BRE).  

The assessment considers a 
development under seven general 
headings:

Energy
Water
Pollution
Materials
Transport
Ecology and Land Use
Health and Wellbeing

The Lightmoor project will help 
tackle climate change, the efficient 
use of resources and the impact 
on wildlife – balancing these issues 
against the need to provide safe 
and healthy homes, a high quality of 
life and a reduction of environmental 
impact through good design. 

For those lucky enough to live in 
Lightmoor it will also mean reduced 
running costs (through greater 
energy and water efficiency), 
reduced maintenance and healthy, 

comfortable and flexible indoor 
environments with access to 
local amenities and thus less car 
dependence.

The green credentials of the scheme 
should inspire other developers in 
the future and, for the present, 
it shows that good environmental 
standards can be achieved with 
properties which do not cost the 
earth and in which people – and 
this is already being demonstrated 
– really want to live.

A further point of interest, closely 
related to the above, is that the 
street lighting throughout the Village 
will be so designed as to 
prevent upwards 
light pollution.

high environmental 
standards

The company selected to start 
the development of Lightmoor 
Village has almost finished its 
work.  Persimmon Homes are close 
to completion of their 40 houses at 
Round House Park and should be 
off-site by the end of the year. The 
site compound will be dismantled 
and replaced by a landscaped area. 

This development will retain an 
important place in the history of 
Lightmoor as its new occupiers 
include both the very first residents 
of the Village – John Knowles 

and Sarah Morris – and the first 
BVT tenants – Ross Edwards and 
Leanne Horler.

The Persimmon site manager, 
Adrian France, was recently 
honoured by an NHBC “Pride in the 
Job” award at a special luncheon 
held at the Heritage Motor Museum 
at Gaydon in Warwickshire – 
Adrian is one of a small percentage 
of the 18,000 UK site managers 
assessed for this award to 
achieve success.
