THE EXTRACARE SCHEME
The Extracare Scheme is a development being promoted by Bournville Village Trust, one of the partners in the Joint Venture behind the development of Lightmoor Village. The scheme is for the construction of a 59 unit scheme, each unit being a two bedroom, three person apartment.
The outline planning consent for the Village was granted on 23rd September 2003 under reference W2002 / 0392. The Extracare Scheme differs slightly from the masterplan approved in 2003. Bournville Village Trust has therefore applied for full detailed planning but the design philosophy is that in the main body of work, including the approved Design Guides. The application reference number is W2008 / 0272.

The site is 0.47 hectares (just over an acre) near to the heart of the Village and sloping downhill to the south east. The design is such that development is very much “back of footway”, as there are roads on three sides of the site. The fourth side is formed of an internal courtyard in which the mature oak tree will be retained.

The scheme is essentially three storey but elevations are cleverly broken to give the appearance of smaller units – the feel of a more traditional local housing street. The roofs will be slates and plain tiles, with walls of red and brown bricks and some rendered elevations. Windows and doors will be timber, with stone surrounds. The design and the materials will reflect and compliment the nearby Crest Nicholson scheme (Lightmoor Green) and the proposed school.

The scheme is designed to be constructed to the highest standards of sustainable development meeting BRE “excellent” standard on a bespoke assessment.

This file contains a selection of material from the planning application – a site location plan, the block plans various floor layouts and various elevations.

The funding for the scheme is largely from Bournville Village Trust and Grand Aid from the Housing Corporation. Subject to planning approval and other matters it is hoped to start on site in late 2008 with an eighteen month construction programme.

12 of the apartments will be sold, the remainder will be owned by the Trust.
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
