Up to 800 homes will be built by a number of housebuilders, along with a primary school with full community facilities, family pub/restaurant, a community centre and landscaped areas. A quarter of the homes will be rented out by the Bournville Village Trust, which will manage the whole village. 
Founded by George Cadbury, the chocolate manufacturer, the Trust looks after some 8,000 mixed tenure properties in Bournville, inner city Birmingham, Shropshire and the Midlands. As well as being a not-for-profit housing association providing rented housing, it manages supported housing, community facilities and landscaped areas.

A spokesperson for the Bournville Village Trust says: “Lightmoor is one of the most visionary housing development projects in the UK, drawing on an ethos which has made Bournville in Birmingham one of the most desirable places to live in the Midlands. The village incorporates state of the art construction methods for today, the next 100 years and beyond.

“The Trust intends to involve and consult with residents on all issues that affect their home and environment and to create a community where people want to live now, and in the future.”
Lightmoor Green will be the largest of the residential areas and will eventually comprise 220 homes.

The four-phase development will feature one, two, three and four-bedroom homes, including apartments, terraced and detached houses, in various two and three-storey designs.

All homes will be built to a Building Research Establishment (BRE) Ecohomes 'Excellent' standard, which means that they must balance environmental performance with the need for a high quality of life and a safe and healthy internal environment.
They will feature energy-efficient internal light fittings, energy efficient security lighting to both front and rear of the properties, water butts in rear gardens and internal recycling bins, which will be built into the design of the kitchens.

Homes will also have rotary driers in the rear gardens while the apartments will feature over bath driers.
Crest Nichsolson will also be responsible for creating the village centre, which will be home to offices for The Bournville Village Trust.

Anita says: “Lightmoor Green will be the perfect location for homehunters with a conscience, who want stylish, modern homes without increasing their carbon footprint.

“Even the energy and water consumption will be monitored during the construction phase.”
